dCAS COMMITMENT INTERFACE WITH VERSION 4.30








The Commitment Interface allows any system capable of creating Xbase files to automatically create commitments in dCAS.  The interface was originally introduced with Version 4.10 as a dCAS Jr.  





To use this interface, you must first create an input diskette that contains two (2) files:





		1)	COMMIT.DBF





		2)	TIDENT.DBF





The file “IDENTDSK.DBF” is not required for this routine to operate.  “COMMIT.DBF” is the data file that contains all the records to be read in and “TIDENT.DBF” contains information that tells dCAS what type of file is being loaded and how to process it.  The structure of both files are listed below:

All of the fields in the “COMMIT.DBF”  are the same as the fields in “Input, Commitment” within the dCAS Program and are explained in full in the dCAS User Manual.





The fields in the “TIDENT.DBF” file may all be left blank EXCEPT “RUNTRANS” which must be filled with an “L”, which identifies this disk as a Commitment Interface disk.  Please note that the “RUNTRANS” of “L” does not allow for multiple diskette input, and therefore, the following ceilings on record counts should apply:

As you can see, a single diskette will normally handle most applications.





If you are currently using the Commitment Interface, please verify that the file structure you are using matches the file structure for the “COMMIT.DBF” listed above, and that your “TIDENT.DBF” has the “RUNTRANS” of “L”.
