 PATCH PROCESSES 





FOR





dCAS  & dCAS SPLIT





The Patch Process allows the dCAS Project Office to make changes and corrections in an especially timely manner.  The Users no longer have to wait for a complete new version release via diskette.





It is very important that the Patches be timed so that the Split and dCAS are upgraded at the same time.  Different versions are sensitive and will not communicate, i.e., V4.32 will not communicate with V4.33. 





dSA’s:





1.  On the dCAS Split PC, make sure dCAS (Commit) is loaded.





2.  Go into dCAS in Privileged and Add a new user.  Set up as follows:

3.  Return to the dCAS Roster and select ledger (((0.  Establish a NEW password and press Page Down.





4.  Select Miscellaneous, Identification Table.  Set Modem Receive and Send to “Y”.  Ensure that the Communication Port is correctly identified as well as the Baud Rate without going over 9600 Baud.  Enter 317-542-3443 or DSN 699-3443 on the dCAS Split/Parent line.  Don’t forget any local prefixes or unique information for your location.  Commas may be used to insert a pause(s) in the dialing job.  Add your Modem String, and Page Down to save your settings. 





5.  Select Miscellaneous, Modem-dCAS EDT, Call Out.  Your machine should dial and connect with the Patch PC automatically to down load the file(s) to your PC.  The files are named as follows:

6.  When you log into Split the next time, a screen will advise you that a Patch exists for Split and is ready for installation.  At this time, you can still go into Split and conduct any business you were trying to finish.  dSA’s will process the Patch in Splitmod in the same manner.





7.  Quit out of dCAS and go into Splitmod, Wait For Phone Calls.  The dCAS ((((043?V.EDT) Patch files may be picked up in the same manner as all other EDT files.








dCAS Users:





1.  Action must be coordinated with the dSA.  If you do not, and the versions get out of sequence, you will not be able to communicate with the Split PC for uploads or downloads.





2.  When the dSA has picked up the Patch files, and has coordinated a date to upgrade, the next time you dial in to pick up your EDT files, the Patch, another EDT file, will automatically be downloaded to your PC.





3.  Go ahead and process all current EDT files that you have.  You will not be aware of the Patch until you log into dCAS the next time.





4.  When you log into dCAS the next time, a screen will advise you that a Patch exists for dCAS and is ready for installation.  At this time, you can still go into dCAS and conduct any business you were trying to finish.





5.  When you are ready to install the Patch as instructed by your dSA, and only after you have received the message stating that a Patch is available, Esc to the C:\COMMIT prompt.  At this prompt, type “Patch” which will start the process.  When the process is complete, you may reenter dCAS, select the desired ledger and resume processing on the new version, which will be displayed on your dCAS screens.





6.  If you try to run the Patch before receiving the message, nothing will occur.  








Additional Information:





1.  Mini-Split PC’s must obtain the Patch in the same manner as the Split PC or they may call for the Patches from the dCAS Project Office.





2.  Network Users - Once the LAN PC has pulled down the files from Split, each user must manually copy the Patch File down to their PCs.  The file must be copied on the local hard drive, i.e. C:\COMMIT.  





3.  The Patch Process was developed for providing upgrades through the use of modems.  For those Users who receive their EDT files via a diskette, the Patch must be provided by a diskette, and DOS copied into the C:\COMMIT directory on their hard drive.  Once they have done that, the next time they enter dCAS, the screen will display the message that a Patch is available.  Follow the same procedures above.
